ISAIAH KINSHIP WEEK TWO

Our passages are taken from this week’s reading plan – 
Isaiah 2:1 – 5:30. Confrontation and Hope for God’s People

The passages for Kinship Study are:
Isaiah 2:1-11
Isaiah 4:2-6
Isaiah 5:1-7

Our three selected passages bring our focus onto four important themes:
· The Mountain of the Lord
· The Day of the Lord
· The Branch of the Lord
· The Song of the Vineyard

SEVEN QUESTIONS

1.   Even before getting fully into some of the sterner judgement passages, Isaiah raises a message of Hope.  How should we understand the words ‘In the last days’?  Are these words for us?

2.   The Hebrews are God’s special people … but this passage refers several times to ‘all nations’ and ‘many peoples will say’. Where do the prophecies of God sit with regard The Church – The Jews – The World.  Where do they fit in with our lives as believers today?

3.  Isaiah 4:2-6 moves us into what has gone wrong. Make a list of where the focus of the nation has been misplaced.  What is the result for the people, and how has the Lord’s behaviour changed?

4.   Isaiah 4:2-6 talk of The Branch of the Lord.  What does this branch refer to?
Is this the remnant referred to elsewhere?  Can we speak of the church as ‘a remnant’ in these days?   Does that help our understanding of our experience today?

5.   This passage is full of imagery and metaphors.  Which elements remind you of the Gospel?  Which do you find helpful and encouraging for these days?

6.  The Song of the Vineyard – Isaiah 5:1-7 – gives a lovely picture of the Lord’s intended relationship with the ‘dwellers in Jerusalem and people of Judah’.  Retell the metaphor in your own words … and the disappointment felt by the Lord. What had gone wrong?

7.   How will the Lord respond to the behaviour of his chosen people?
