ISAIAH KINSHIP WEEK THREE 

Our passages are taken from this week’s reading plan – 
Isaiah 6:1 – 12:6. ‘Salvation through Judgement for God’s People.’

These seven chapters contain some of the church’s favourite passages of Scripture:
The Call of Isaiah in chapter 6 and ‘The people walking in darkness have seen a great light’ Advent passage on chapter 9.

Rather than focussing on these we are going to look at three passages which follow the hope-filled theme of God’s grace and mercy being poured out
· First to Isaiah
· Then to the Remnant
· And then to whole world. 

The passages for Kinship Study are:
Isaiah 8:11-22
Isaiah 10:20 - 25
Isaiah 12: 1 - 6


SEVEN QUESTIONS

1.   Isaiah is speaking from his personal experience of calling to be a prophet (Isaiah 6).  He gives a warning against having our confidence shaped by worldly powers. ‘The Lord Almighty is the one you are to fear’ (Is 8:12-13).  Is this a hard thing to do?  It was clearly an issue at the time!

2.   Is 8:14.  Either the Lord is the cornerstone of our lives (See Is 28:16) or he is a rock over which we fall. How does this apply to us today?   Isaiah expresses his confidence in the Lord again in 8:17

3.   What do you think Isaiah is talking about in Is 8:16?

4.   The Remnant is mentioned again in Is 10:20-25. How have these people managed to become a part of the Remnant? Has this been difficult?  Is it difficult to be a follower of Jesus? (See Matthew 16: 24 – 26)

5.   Chapter 12 is a wonderful Song of Praise. The Anger of The Lord has been explained in various ways.   How do you feel about this anger?  If Jesus is the same, yesterday, today and forever  (Hebrews 13:8) how should we understand / explain God’s anger today?

6.   Is 12: 4-6 sets put the imperative that we should ‘make known among the nations what He has done.’  How well are we doing this locally / privately / personally?  How can we do this better?

7.   This Song of Praise is introduced with the words ‘In that day you will say ….’  Which day?
